
1 Neighbourhood Plan – background 
 

• What - Statutory planning policy document that reflects the opinions and views of the people of Holbrook. 
Carries Legal weight 

• Why – in 2018 
o Evident multiple, significant, planning applications 
o outside the village boundary 
o didn’t serve the community 
o impinged on AONB surrounding Holbrook 

• How – PC asked for volunteers 
o Volunteers from the village formed a Working Group (WG).  7 - key people in the WG, the whole PC 

and an expert planning consultant 

2 Process – 5 main stages  
 

• Evidence collection 
o Survey work – ACOM – A National planning consultancy – will provide irrefutable evidence 
o Site assessment – call for sites December 2019 
o Housing needs assessment January 2020  
o questionnaire – 55 questions – more than half the households responded - May 2020 

 

• Pre-submission consultation - regulation 14 (25 Oct 2021 to 5 Dec 2021) 

• Feedback from Babergh 

• Public consultation on revised plan – regulation 16 (28 Nov 2022 to 25 Jan 2023) 

• Independent examination – “The Plan is a well-written document, which is easy to read”  
(20th February 2023) 

• Public Referendum – expected June/July 2023
